Chuck Fort is a 
super supporter of SOS sailing 
activities.  He goes on most of our 
cruises, takes many crew along, and 
is raft captain as needed.  Michael 
Sommer offers up his beautiful house 
and patio for any number of SOS 
events, including the July Dinghy 
Dance. Laura Gwinn sails regularly, 
taking numerous crew and also 
serves as our “New Skipper Greeter”, 
contacting newly joined skippers to 
offer information and assistance.

Hospice Cup, a unique charity regatta, is America’s largest charity regatta in 
numbers and dollars, Hospice Cup began in forty years ago in 1981 as an 
informal race among a small group of people interested in sailing and hospice 
care. Netting almost $28,000, the first Cup was amazingly successful—and fun! 
About 35 sailboats raced from Annapolis to St. Michaels on the Eastern Shore of 
Maryland. A few private power yachts carried sponsors and guests as 
spectators. All celebrated the occasion at a post-race party at a waterfront 
home, where trophies were awarded. 

To repeat the success and fun, the founders formed Hospice Cup Inc., an all-
volunteer organizing group independent of the benefiting hospices or racing 
groups. They also recruited a local sailing club to dedicate an existing race on 
the crowded local schedule to the cause. Racing continued from Annapolis to St. 
Michael’s for several years, then shifted to racing around buoys in the Bay, with 
everyone adjourning to a noteworthy party on the shore.

Lorraine Fassett has been having a 
wonderful, very busy post-Covid 
month with several different guests 
for a couple of days each. One guest 
July 4th  weekend,  was a cousin 
from Sweden who will be 
transmitting from here for Swedish 
Radio.  Then off to Ocean City, NJ 
for a week with her son's family 
including her 6-year-old great-
granddaughter. There is nothing like 
friends and family! 
 
John Swahn writes: Four strangers 
on a boat is how it started. In late  
March I was asked to help move a 
Gemini Catamaran from Fort Myers 
to Houston, across the gulf and 
through the oil fields. I agreed and 
flew down to meet the owner and the 
two other crew members. None of us 
had sailed together or even met 
before this day.  
 

It started off great, we sailed on the 
same tack in the same direction for 
25 hours and over 135 miles off the 
coast. We then turned north to avoid 
the Gulf Stream. We were visited 
nine times by dolphins, even got to 
know a few. They ranged from pods 
of 6-35.  Besides one crew member 
that learned all you need to know 
from watching YouTube videos, we 
were moving along nicely.  
 
Then the batteries died, the head 
(grinder) jammed, the radio failed, 
sailboat wind indicator no longer 
worked. Basically, we learned the 
owner never had a survey done on 
the boat and at 150 miles off the 
coast we were learning what was 
wrong.   
 
The worst part at 3:00 AM was when 
the batteries failed and we had 
sailed into an eddy. No worries, the 
owner asked me to take over.  We 
dropped the sails, turned on the 
outboard and took a compass 
bearing and used a red headlight to 
sail to Niceville FL.  
 
I flew home knowing that in five days 
I would be back to move the boat. 
This time with a crew of my 
choosing. Over the week repairs 
were made and once we returned, 
we headed for the oil fields of 
Alabama and Louisiana. Our target 
was The Deep Horizon at 135 miles 
off the coast. Once there we could 
turn toward Texas and go through 
the safety corridor. The goal was to 
bypass 90% of the platforms and 
underwater pipes.   
 
Running into the wind with 12 to 15-
foot waves made it slow going. By 
the time we reached the Deep 
Horizon Oil Platform we had 20 to 
25-foot waves on our beam. This 
Gemini was rattling and screws were 
just falling off things.  
 
After 20 hours of this the winds 
changed and were now coming up 
from behind. The waves also 

changed to behind us. It was nice to 
roll down the 25 to 30-foot waves 
instead of fighting them. We had that 
Gemini running as fast as 11.6 kts 
and averaging 9. It looked like things 
were going to improve, but we are 
sailors so there is always a change.  
 
We ran into some rain and we lost 
the moon at night but overall things 
went well. The only other thing that 
happened overnight was the boom 
vang just fell off, all the screws 
stripped out and it was done. We 
manufactured one using spare parts 
and continued. Arriving in Texas late 
morning in a heavy fog, with a 
grateful owner standing on the dock. 
Let’s see where the next 
adventure takes me. 
 
 
Jean Wintermute has been sailing 
in the BVI's post pandemic. Starting 
on June 15th, the BVI's opened up to 
vaccinated travelers who still need a 
PCR test to enter, but no quarantine 
necessary. So, she hopped on a 
plane to USVI, then a next day ferry 
to Roadtown, Tortola to join her 
friends on a 46 ft Beneteau monohull 
for 14 days of sailing.   
 
The weather cooperated with 18 to 
24 kts of east wind, some rain, but no 
tropical storms/hurricanes.  Having a 
full two weeks, they were able to 
spend multiple days on Anegada, 
Leverick Bay, and different sheltered 
bays on Josh Van Dyke, enjoying 
snorkeling and swimming.  
 
The BVI Islanders are so happy to 
see sailors and tourists return.  Their 
biggest worries were where to eat 
dinner and where to get our Covid-
19 PCR test to return to the 
US.  Roadtown, Grand Bay, and 
Spanish Town were the only testing 
sites with limited morning hours and 
many travelers waiting in line.   
 
She safely returned via a beautiful 
morning flight from Beef Island to 
San Juan PR.
