4. “Extraordinaire” ~An SOS member who contributes an extraordinary amount of time, effort and skills to
ensure that SOS functions meet the goals and needs of the club and its members.
e Took on many hours and much work to develop, create, implement items and opportunities — we would
not have managed COVID as a healing club without these kinds of contributions
