Early FM and POC sign-ups make it
more likely you will get invited to sail,
as coordinators offer crew to skippers
based on date of registration. First
registered, first offered to skippers.

Be honest with your self-evaluation of
your skill level. Coordinators need
honest assessments of skill levels to
best offer crew to skippers. This

prevents having too many
experienced crewmembers on one
boat and too many inexperienced
crewmembers on another. If you have
physical limitations, please
communicate that as well so the crew
can be balanced, and the skipper can
best make us of the crew.

Their journey included a few jaunts out
into the Atlantic, encountering the Gulf
Stream once, meeting up with SOS
members, visiting a few friends and
family along the way and Heide's long-
time dream of seeing Tangier Island. A
good time was had by all.

What’s It Like to Crew on
a Stranger’s Boat?!

The Skippers of SOS throw their arms
wide open and welcome other club
members to spend an afternoon, a
weekend, or even longer together in
close quarters. If you are a crew, you
are stepping into a skipper’s life for a
brief time in a way that is far more
revealing and — yes, let's say it —
intimate — than it would be if you were
merely that person’s houseguest.

A house doesn’t move around or take
skill to operate; a sailboat does.

And here you come, tucking your gear
into little nooks and crannies left empty
to make you feel at home. Is your
clothing in soft canvas bags that can
conform to a boat’s angles? Are your
provisions going to fit well into the
icebox or refrigeration unit? Did you
bring any glass containers that might
shatter in rough weather? Should you
be loading tomorrow’s breakfast under
today’s lunch, which is on top of
tonight’s dinner? You haven'’t even left
the dock yet, and already decisions

need to be made to help keep things
going smoothly and the anxiety level
down!

With this in mind, it sounds as though
cruising is really just a tension-ridden
time spent with fellow crew, who are all
trapped on a floating prison! So why on
earth do people love sailing? Or, maybe
the better question is what kind of
people love sailing?

As a crew who has raced and crewed
with many skippers, I've picked up
some answers to that question. Here’s
what I've learned: Every skipper will
have developed tried and true
techniques to do every little thing on a
boat. As a guest, the crew is there to
learn those mannerisms, peculiarities,
superstitions, or whatever it is that has
kept this boat afloat and all in one
piece. Every skipper really does have
the power/responsibility to make all
decisions onboard. And if the weather
is fine and boat traffic isn’t a concern,
your SOS skipper is most likely going to
let you develop your skills at tacking,
jibing, steering, etc. But you're going to
be a student driver unless or until you
can prove that you're skillful at handling
a boat. Think about it: would you hand
your car over to someone you don’t
know and then take a nap or grab a
beer?

With few exceptions, it takes a group to
sail a boat, just like it takes a village to
raise a child. You are needed to help
keep things going smoothly. Lines DO
get tangled, loose objects DO start to
knock around down below, muscle IS
sometimes needed to crank in the sails,
whoever is steering WILL need a break,
and people WILL get hungry after a few
hours out on the open water.

Maybe this should have been the first
item on the list — BEFORE you pack
your bags and shop for provisions, get
information from your skipper about
what bedding you need to pack and
what kind of footwear is preferred. Ask
about food preferences and restrictions
and about any preference about red
wine, glass containers, etc.

Since food is usually part of the SOS
equation on weekend cruises and you
are going to cook onboard, ask if there
is a suitable pot (don’t expect a wok for
your stir fry!). Maybe even think about
whether your food should be pre-
cooked to avoid heating up the living
quarters below decks.

What does it take to be a good crew?
Just a willingness to ask questions and
accept the answers...or to accept
instruction if you simply didn’t know that
there was something to learn.
